“The Narrow Door of Love”

In today’s Gospel, Jesus speaks of entering
through the “narrow door.” Someone asks, “Lord,
will only a few be saved?” But Jesus doesn’t give
numbers — instead, He gives an invitation: “Strive
to enter through the narrow door.”

The door is narrow not because God wants to
keep people out, but because it must be entered
with humility, faith, and love. We cannot squeeze
through carrying pride, selfishness, grudges, or an
indifferent heart. Many will say, “We ate and drank
with you,” but simply knowing Jesus’ name is not
the same as knowing His heart.

This is not about fear, but about urgency. The door
is open now, but it will not stay open forever.
Jesus urges us to choose Him today — to live our
faith daily, not just occasionally. The narrow door
is love lived in action: forgiving someone who hurt
us, helping the poor, welcoming the lonely, and
praying sincerely.

One day, the Lord will ask not “How much did you
know about Me?” but “Did you love Me in the way
you loved others?” Let us begin walking through
that narrow door — while it is still open.
