In today’s Gospel, we meet two sisters—Martha,
busy with many tasks, and Mary, who chooses to sit
quietly at Jesus’ feet, simply listening to Him.
Martha’s heart is full of care and service, yet she
feels overwhelmed and perhaps a little forgotten.
Mary, in contrast, embraces the gift of presence
and attentiveness.
Dear parish family, this story gently reminds us that
in the busyness of life—whether caring for family,
work, or community—we must not forget the power
of simply being with Jesus. It’s easy to get caught
up in doing for Him, but Jesus invites us also to do
with Him, to rest in His love and listen to His voice.
If you are feeling overwhelmed by life’s demands,
remember Mary’s choice. Taking time to pause, to
be still in God’s presence, will fill your heart with
peace and strength. Let us care for others with love
like Martha, but also nurture our own souls with
quiet moments like Mary.
In these moments of stillness, Jesus speaks most
tenderly to our hearts—and that is the greatest gift
we can receive.
