“Lord, Increase Our Faith”

Faith is at the heart of all three readings this Sunday.
St. Thomas Aquinas once said, “To one who has Faith,
no explanation is necessary. To one without Faith, no
explanation is possible.”

The prophet Habakkuk reminds us that even when life
feels heavy with suffering or delay, “the just will live
by Faith.” Faith is trusting in God's promises, even
the answers are in coming. The
Responsorial Psalm echoes this confidence, calling
God our Rock and Shepherd.

St. Paul tells Timothy that Faith is not just belief, but a
living, trusting relationship with Christ, strengthened
through loyalty to His teaching and the witness of the
Church.

In the Gospel, the Apostles ask Jesus, “Increase our
Faith.” Jesus reminds them that even a tiny seed of
true Faith can do mighty things, not because of our
power, but because of God's. What matters is not the
quantity of Faith, but its quality — lived out in
obedience, humility, and service.

This week, let us pray with the Apostles: “Lord,
increase our Faith.” May our trust in God grow
through prayer, the Sacraments, and daily acts of love
and service.
